Andrey Gudkov was born in 1955. He graduated from Arkhangelsk State Medical Institute (ASMI), General Medicine Department in 1979.  In March 1986 A. Gudkov was selected an Assistant Professor of the Department of Hygiene and Medical Ecology of ASMI on a competitive basis, in 1992 he passed PhD. Defense «Special aspects of physiological reactions of workers of rotating schedule in the Arctic Circle» (Moscow), in 1996 - defended Doctoral Thesis «Physiological characteristics of non-traditional modes of labor organization in the Arctic Circle» (Arkhangelsk). In 1995 A. Gudkov was awarded the title of Associate Professor, in January 1998 - Professor. From 2003 to the present day, he has been the Head of the Department of Hygiene and Medical Ecology of the «Northern State Medical University», Arkhangelsk. Scientific interests of A. Gudkov are within the framework of the urgent problems of the North: the physiology of shift work, the ecology and health of the population of the northern urban areas, polar and marine medicine. 7 doctoral and 18 master's theses were prepared and defended under his leadership.
